action, the Seabees again were actively engaged in the amphibious landings
and advance base installations that wore needed; and

cognized on the thirteenth anniversary of their formation.

I call t» the attention of all our Citlzens the
proud record of the Seabees, and I urge the continuad interest of comstruce
tion men and all others in the expanding programs of the Sesbees in the
support of our Armed Forces,
