Sectional control valves shall
be installed so that no more than 2 fire hydrants can be out of service due to
a break in a water main.

All fire apparatus access roads shall be paved to provide oll—weather driving
capabllities, and shall be designed and maintained to support the imposed loads of
the fire apparatus.

The gradient for a fire apparatus access road shall not exceed 12%. Angles of
approach and angles of departure shall not exceed 6% for 25 feet prior to or after
the grade change.
