EACH PROVISION MUST EXTEND ALONG THE SANITARY OR STORM SEWER, ON EITHER SIDE OF
THE MAIN, A MINIMUM 10 FOOT DISTANCE PERPENDICULAR TO THE WATER MAIN EXTERIOR.

9. WARNING TAPE SHALL BE REQUIRED OVER ALL MAINS, ALL SIX (8) INCH DIAMETER AND

CIRCUMSTANCES MAY REQUIRE TEMPORARY SERVICE FEEDS BE INSTALLED, WITHOUT LVWWD
REIMBURSEMENT. ANY TEMPORARY SERVICE FEED MUST HAVE PRIOR LVVWD APPROVAL.

13. ALL WATER FACILITY CONSTRUCTION MATERIALS USED MUST BE AS LISTED ON THE LVVWD'S
PRE—-APPROVED MATERIALS AND MANUFACTURERS LISTING FOR NEW FACILITIES, LATEST
REVISION, OR SPECIFICALLY APPROVED ON THESE PLANS.
