22. VERTICAL CLEARANCE OF ALL FIRE APPARATUS ACCESS ROADS SHALL BE NO LESS THAN 13
FEET 6 INCHES.

23. FIRE DEPARTMENT ACCESS ROADS IN ALL RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENTS (EXCEPT FOR THE
APARTMENT BUILDINGS) SHALL HAVE A MINIMUM UNOBSTRUCTED WIDTH OF NOT LESS THAN 36 FEET
FLOW LINE TO THE FLOW LINE (THIS WIDTH MAY BE REDUCED TO 24 FEET, IF ALL BUILDINGS
FRONTING THE STREET ARE SPRINKLERED) FOR MAIN RESIDENTIAL STREETS, WITH PARKING PERMITTED
ON BOTH SIDES OF THE STREET. PRIVATE DRIVE AISLES, DRIVEWAYS, ETC. SHALL BE ALLOWED TO

26. A FIRE APPARATUS ACCESS ROADS SHALL BE REQUIRED WHEN ANY PORTION OF AN EXTERIOR
WALL OF THE FIRST STORY IS LOCATED MORE THAN 150 FEET FROM A FIRE DEPARTMENT VEHICLE
ACCESS. THIS DISTANCE COULD BE INCREASED TO 250 FEET IF THE BUILDING IS SPRINKLRED.

27. APPROVED SECONDARY FIRE APPARATUS ACCESS SHALL BE PROVIDED FOR 100 OR MORE
DWELLING UNITS, ROAD(S) WITH DEAD—ENDS OR WITH A SINGLE POINT OF ACCESS IN EXCESS OF 600
FEET, AND FOR ALL COMMERCIAL, INDUSTRIAL, AND MULTI—-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENTS.

28. ALL DEAD—END FIRE APPARATUS ACCESS ROADS AND OR FIRE LANES, PUBLIC OR PRIVATE, IN
EXCESS OF 150 FEET IN LENGTH SHALL BE PROVIDED WITH AN APPROVED TURN AROUND AREA
HAVING A MINIMUM DIAMETER OF 81 FEET.

29. ALL FIRE APPARATUS ACCESS ROADS SHALL BE MARKED BY PLACING APPROVED SIGNS AT THE
