1. ALL CONSTRUCTION SIGNING, BARRICADING, AND TRAFFIC DELINEATION SHALL CONFORM TO THE "MANUAL ON

2. THE STREET SIGN CONTRACTOR SHALL OBTAIN STREET NAMES AND BLOCK NUMBERING FROM THE PLANNING
DEPARTMENT PRIOR TO CONSTRUCTION.

3. BEFORE ANY WORK IS STARTED IN THE RIGHT—OF—WAY, THE CONTRACTOR SHALL INSTALL ALL ADVANCE WARNING
