EXCESS OF 150 FEET IN LENGTH SHALL BE PROVIDED WITH AN APPROVED TURNAROUND AREA.

ACCESS ROADS SHALL BE MARKED BY PLACING APPROVED SIGNS AT THE START OF THE
DESIGNATED FIRE LANE, ONE SIGN AT THE END OF THE FIRE LANE AND WITH SIGNS AT INTERVALS
OF 100 FEET ALONG ALL DESIGNATED FIRE LANES. SIGNS TO BE PLACED ON BOTH SIDES OF AN
ACCESS ROADWAY IF NEEDED TO PREVENT PARKING ON EITHER SIDE. SIGNS TO BE INSTALLED NO
HIGHER THAN 10 FEET OR LESS THAN 6 FROM ROADWAY LEVEL. THE CURBS ALONG OR ON THE
PAVEMENT OR CEMENT IF CURB IS NOT PRESENT, SHALL BE PAINTED WITH A RED WEATHER
RESISTANT PAINT IN ADDITION TO THE SIGNS.

ELECTRICALLY CONTROLLED ACCESS GATES SHALL BE PROVIDED WITH AN APPROVED
EMERGENCY VEHICLE DETECTOR/RECEIVER SYSTEM. SAID SYSTEM SHALL BE INSTALLED IN
ACCORDANCE WITH THE CITY OF LAS VEGAS GUIDELINES FOR AUTOMATIC EMERGENCY
VEHICLE ACCESS GATES.
