PURPOSE/BACKGROUND:

Ms. Rocco is a single homeowner with no income. She rents a room of her house to a disabled
individual and her son also lives in the house. The amount of annual income within this
household is $25,408 which qualifies Ms. Rocco for a HOME funded Deferred Housing
Rehabilitation Loan. The house is in need of a new mechanical system, new roofing system,
electrical and plumbing repairs, asbestos and lead paint remediation, insulation, new windows,
paint flooring, wall and ceiling repair and exterior siding. The funding requested will cover costs
to the lowest, responsive bidding contractor, work contract contingency, preliminary title report,
credit report, recording fees, real estate appraisal, asbestos sampling fees and temporary
relocation.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends that Council approve the Deferred Loan Agreement and authorize the Mayor
to execute the Deferred Loan Agreement with the homeowner upon approval by the City
Council.
