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PURPOSE/BACKGROUND:

This request is for 32 each, 72-inch tall banners attached to alternating street light poles on the
east and west sides of Valley View Boulevard between Charleston Boulevard and US-95. The
banners will protrude into public airspace over the sidewalk for approximately 28-inches and the
bottom of the banners will be a minimum of 17-feet above ground level. The banners will depict
various photos and advertise the amenities located at the Springs Preserve. If traffic on Valley
View Boulevard is to be impeded during the hanging of the banners the Springs Preserve must
submit to the Citys Traffic Engineering Division, a Traffic Control Plan. The Traffic Control
Plan must be approved and any conditions of approval must be followed prior to the installation
or removal of any banners. If approved, the applicant will be required to sign an Encroachment
Agreement that has conditions of maintenance, liability and removal.
