PURPOSE/BACKGROUND:

Mr. Lino is a married homeowner with an annual household income of $34,920 which qualifies
him for a HOME funded Deferred Housing Rehabilitation Loan as the combined household
income is less than 80% of the average median income for a two member household, established
by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD). The Lino residence is in
need of a new roofing system, new mechanical system, lead-based paint remediation, new
windows, smoke detectors, GFCIs, exterior insulation and stucco finish, plumbing and electrical
repairs, drywall repair, cabinetry repair and demolition. The requested funding will cover the
construction cost to the lowest, responsive bidding contractor, work contract contingency,
preliminary title report, credit report, real estate appraisal fee, recording fee, and Neighborhood
Development Division administrative fees.

RECOMMENDATION:
Staff recommends that Council approve the agreement and authorize the Mayor to execute the
Deferred Loan Agreement with the homeowner upon approval of the City Attorney.
