LVMC 9.04.020 authorizes the City of Las Vegas to assess and collect a re-hispection fee of $120.00 if the
violation(s) are not brought into compliance by the re-inspection date on this notice. An additional fee of
$180.00 per hour, onc-hour minimum (not to be pro-rated), will be charged for cinch additional inspection
after the initial re-inspection. In addition, LVMC 9.04.020 and 9.040.040 authorizes tine city to assess a
civil penalty concurrently with the re-inspection lees assessed. On the 2nd re-inspection a $180 re-
inspection fee + a SI50.00 civil penalty will be assessed; on Om 3rd re-inspection a $180 re-inspection fee +
a $300.00 civil penalty will be assessed; on the 4th re-inspection and any future re-inspections will be
assessed a S180 re-inspection fee + a $500.00 civil penalty. Additionally, every person who causes or
maintains a public nuisance, or who will 	 omits or refuses to perform any legal duty relating to the
abatement of such nuisance (1) shall be guilty of a misdemeanor; (2) shall he liable civilly to the City and,
upon such findings shall be responsible to pay civil penalties of not more than five hundred ($500.00)
dollars per day, or for commercial properties; civil pelt attics of not more than one thousand ($1000.00)
per day, for each day that any nuisance remaioed unabated after the dale specified for abatement in the
notice or violation. The $500.00 or $1000 daily civil penalty will be determined at the discretion of the city
council. Any and all unpaid lees are subject to collection and/or liens.

Because of the conditions, the Building Official or his designee does hereby order William A.Ivear, owner(s) of
the building to:

Cause the following permits to be taken out by licensed contractor on or before May 5 1 2008 (only
starred (*) items required a permit and/or a licensed contractor);

2. Make the aforementioned repairs by May 5,200W Contact the City of Las Vegas Neighborhood
Services, Neighborhood Response Division at (702) 229-6615 when the work is completed;

3. If any building declared substandard under this ordinance and ordered to be repaired by the Building
Official or his designee has been vacated by the owner(s) to affect soch repairs, a Certificate of
Occupancy shall be obtained by the owner(s) upon completion of the repairs or prior to re-occupancy.

If these orders are not complied with, you are hereby given notice thin the Building Official or his designee may
order the building vacated and posted to prevent further occupancy until the work is completed.
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Moreover, you are hereby given notice:

If you disagree with the assessment of Neighborhood Response, then within ten days after service of the
notice of violation, the owner or responsible party may appeal to the City Council. Such appeal shall be in
writing and shall be riled with the City Clerk. Within fifteen days alter the appeal has been filed, the
appellant shall be given written notice of the procedure and time frame for the hearing of the appeal. The
appeal shall be heard by the City Council or by the Council's designee, with a right of final appeal to the
Council. The decision of the City Council or the council's designee, in cases where a owner or responsible
party failing to appeal as provided in this Section shall be deemed to have waived any and all objections to
the existence of a public nuisance and the abatement of such nuisance.
