Possession of Marijuana and Drug
Paraphernalia

At 1300hrs at Doug Selby Park, 3 males were sitting
under a gazebo at the park behind the soccer field. As

Marshals approached they smelled marijuana.
Officers asked them to sit on a bench as they
searched their belongings when one subject became
fidgety and noncompliant. He jumped out of his seat
and charged the marshalwith something held tightly
in his hand, a switchblade knife.
Officers were able to secure the subject in handcuffs
and remove the knife at which point the subject
laughed saying he only grabbed it because it was
falling out of his pants, stating he didn't see anyth¡ng
reckless about h¡s actions.
The three subjects were c¡ted for possession of
marijuana, drug paraphernalia, and were released to
their parents. Two were 15 years old, one was 19.
