for  tlie  Downtown  Las  Vegas  Redevelopinei"it  Area  pcirsuant  to  Ordii'iance  3218,  wliidi

Redevelopin'  ,t Plan  lias  beei'i subsequently  amended  oi'i February  3, 1988,  by Ordinance  3339;

April  11, 1992,  by Ordinance  3637,  on Noveinber  4, 1996,  by Ordinance  4036.  on Decei'i'iber

WHEREAS,  pursuant  to NRS  279.462,  tlie Agency  inay  i'nake and execute

coi'itracts  and  otlier  ii'istruinents  necessary  or  coiwenient  to the exercise  ofits  powers;  and

WHEREAS,  NRS  277.180  provides  that  any  one or more  public  agencies  inay

contract  witli  any one or more  other  public  agencies  to perforin  any goverim'iental  service,

activity,  or  undeitakii'ig  wt'iicl'i  any  of tlie  public  agencies  entering  into  the  contract  is

atithorized  by law  to perforin;  and

WHEREAS,  NRS  279.486  provides  tl'iat  an agency  may,  with  tl'ie consent  of  the

legislative  body.  pay all  or part  of  tlie value  of  tlie  land  for  and the cost  of  the construction  of



any building,  fitcility.  structure  or otliei'  impi'uveinent  and installation  of  any  improsieinei'it

wliicli  is publicly  or privatel)i  ovvned  and located  yvitliin  or witliout  tlie  redevelopinent  area:  and

WHEREAS.  The  City  of  Las Vegas  (aaCity")  lias received  a Financial  Assistance

INTERLOCAL  AGREEMENT

Tliis  INTERLOCAL  AGREEMENT  (tliis  "Agreeinent")  is inade  liy and between  the CITY  OF
LAS  VEGAS  REDEVELOPMENT  AGENCY  ("RDA")  and ilie  CITY  OF LAS  VEGAS  (=City=).  The

RDA  and City  are sometimes  individually  referred  to as "Party"  and  collectively  referred  to herein  as the

=Parties".

This  Agreement  is effective  on the date  signed  by ;ill  Parties,  as long  as [lie date  signed  by the last

Parl7  iS Wltllln  TH{RTY  (30) calendar da)/S Of tile  flrSt  Part:{ (tlle =Etfective  Date").

RECITALS

WHEREAS,  Nevcida  Revised  Statutes  277.  180  provides  tliat  two  or more  public  agencies  may

enter  into  ;in  inlerlocal  contract  for  tlie  joint  use ofresources  Co perform  any governmen(al  service,

activity,  or undertaking  wliicli  any  of' the  public  agencies  entering  into  tlie agreement  is authorized  by law
(o pcr[ui'm;  and

WHEREAS,  tl'ie RDA  administers  funds  of  tlie  RDA  for  tlie  purposes  ofassisting  business

owners  and  landlords  to attract  or maintain  businesses  in the RDA  redevelopment  area  and  to support

investment  into  existing  commercial  and  residential  structures  in the RDA  redevelopment  area  and to
attract  (o or  maintain  housing  in sucli  redcvelopment  area;  and

WHEREAS,  the purpose  of  tl'iis  Agreeinenl  is to cl't'ectriale  tlie  Redevelopment  Plan  (the

=Redevelopinei'it  Plan")  for  tl'ie Las Vegas  Redevelopinent  Area  (tl'ie  "Redevelopinen[  Area=)  by
pmviding  for  tlie rcdevelopinent  i'it' certain  real pmpcrty  inclutlccl  witliin  tlic  bnundaries  of' the

Rcdevelopmcnl  Area;  iuid

WHEREAS,  ilie  City  lifts  received  a Financial  Assistance  Award  From tlie U.S Depciriment  i+[

Commerce,  Economic  Develo1iinent  Agency  (EDA)  for the =Foundations  For the Redevelopinent of
Historic  Jackson  Avenue"  grant  ('Jackson  Grant  Program")  in the  amount  ofONE  MILLION  THREE

HUNDERED  ELEVEN  THOUSAND  FOUR  HUNDRED  EIGHTY  DOLLARS  ($1,311,480)  with
required  TWENTY  PERCENT  (20%)  matching  share  of  THREE  HUNDERED  TWENTY-SEVEN
THOUSAND  EIGHT  HUNDERED  SEVENTY  DOLLARS  ($327,870)  as referenced  in ; and

WHEREAS,  City  lias  accepted  this  award  contingent  upon  tlie  transfer  of  funds  from  the  RDA  to
klie City  in tlie ainounl  of  the required  matcli.

WHEREAS,  City  desires  to implement  said  grant  t'unded  program  to supports  property  owners

along  the Historic  main  street  ofWest  us  Vegas,  Jackson  Avenue,  in tlie redevelopment  oftheir

properties;  and

WHEREAS,  the enactment  of  the  Jackson  Grant  Program  pursuant  to this  Agreement  and the
fulfillment  generally  of  this  Agreement  are in the vital  and  best  interests  of  the =City"  and in accord with

the public  purposes  :ind  provisic-ins  of  applicable  federal,  s(ate,  and  local  laws  and requirements;  and

WHEREAS,  tlie  RDA  agrees  to provide  certain  funds  to tl'ie City  to use as matching  funds for the
portion  of  the Jackson  Grant  Program  as further  defined  herein.

NOW,  THEREFORE,  in consideration  nftlic  mutual  terms,  conditions,  and  covenants  hereinafler
set fortli,  the Parties  agree  as follows:

AGREEMENT

I. PURPOSE

A.  Tlie  Parties  desire  kn cnker  this  Agreement  Ri scl l'urll'i  llic  spccil'ic  terms  laor llic  kransfer

and use nl' matching  l'unds  l'or llicJackson  Grant  Prograin.

II.  CITY  AGREES:

A.  To  fulfill  all requirements  and conditions  set forth  by the EDA  tn the implementation  of



ll'ie Jackson  Granl  Program  as proscribed  in llie  Specific  Award  Conditions  as ret'erenced  in Exhibit  B.

B.  To  follow  all  regulatory  requiremems  in rela(ions  to federal  grants  in accordance  witli  2

CFR  part  200,  uniform  adininisli'alive  requirements,  cosl  principles,  and audit  requirements,  as adopted

pursuant  to 2 CFR  §1327.101,  and 12 CFR.  Cli;ipler  Ill,  Department  of  C:ommerce,  Ecoi'iomic

Development  Administraliim.

C. To  return  tinused  funds  to the RDA  no later  tmm ONE  HUNDRED  TWENT'i'  (120)  days

cifler  completion  of  [lie  grant  period  Sepleinber  30"',  2026  or  coinplelion  o[grank  activities.

whichever  is latest?

III.  RDA  AGREES:

A.  To  transfer  llie  malcl'iing  sliare  l'unds  in llie  amount  of  THREE  HUNDERED  TWENTY-

SEVEN THOUSAND  EIGHT  HUNDERED  SEVENTY  DOLLARS  ($327,870)  (the  "RDA  Funds"')

witliin  lliirly  (30)  days  after  the signing  of  tliis  agreement,

B.  To  perform  regular  inspections  during  tlie  THREE  (3)  year  implementation  period  of' the

Jackson  Grant  Program  to ensure  coi'i'ipliance  will'i  tliis  Agreement.

III.  IT  IS MUTUALLY  AGREED:

A.  The  Parties  shall  comply  witli  applicaLile  Nevada  law,  including  tliose  described  in

Nevada Revised Stalute5  Cliapter 338.

B.  Tha(  tlie  City  sliall  be solely  responsible  for  llie  implementation  oftlie  Jackscin  Grant

Pro,,o-ram.

C.  Tliat  each Pcirty  hercto  agrees  to be responsible  for  any  and all  claims  and  liability  from

legal  action,  damages,  loss,  liability,  and any  other  expenses  (including  attorney  fees)  resulting  from  tlie

acts or  omissions  ofils  respective  pulilic  officials,  officers,  employees,  agents,  contractors,  or persons

claiming  (lirougl'i  it, cominitted  in the performance  of  lliis  Agreement.  In no event  shall  llie  language

herein  consli[ute  or Lie construed  as ;i waiver  or limitation  of  eacli  Party's  riglils  or defenses  with  regard  to

sovereign  immunity,  governmental  immunity,  or  otlier  official  immunities  cmd protections  as provided  by

the Federal  and State  Constitutions  or liy lciw,  incltiding  tlie  limiiaticins  sei ('nmi  in Nevada  Revised

Skalues  Chap(er  41.

IV.  MISCELLANEOUS

A. NOTICE.

Any  notice  required  to be given  liereunder  sliall  be deemed  to have been  given  when

written  notice  is (i)  received  by tlie  Party  to wliom  it is directed  by  personal  service;  (ii)  THREE  (3)  days

after  deposit  witli  tlie  United  Slates  Post  Office,  by registered  or  certified  mail,  postage  prepaid  and

addressed  to the Party  to be notified  at the address  for  such  Party;  or  (iii)  ONE  (l)  day  after  deposit  with  a

nationally  recognized  air  courier  service  sucli  as FedEx.  All  notices  shall  be effective  upon  receipt  by the

Party  to which  notice  is given.  Eitlier  Party  hereto  may  cliange  its address  by giving  TEN  (10)  days

advance  notice  to the o(her  Party  21S provided  lierein.  Phone  and fax  numbers,  iflislcd,  are listed  for

information  only:

ENT!RE  AGREEMENT;  SECTION  AND  PARAGRAPH  HEADINGS

This  Agreement  represents  llie  entire  and integrated  agreement  lietween  the RDA  and  tlie  City.  It

supersedes  all prior  and  contemporaneous  understandings,  negotiations,  communications,  representations,

and agreements,  whetlier  oral  or writicn,  relating  to the  subject  matter  oftliis  Agreement.  The  section  and

paragraph  headings  appearing  in this  Agreement  are inserted  for  the  purpose  ofconvenience  and  ready

reference.  Tliey  do not  purport  to define,  limit,  or extend  the scope  or intent  of  the language  of  tlie

sections  and  pai'agraphs  to whicli  tliey  pertain.

C.  SEVERABILITY

The  invalidily,  illegality,  or unenforceabilily  (11' any  provision  of  this  Agreement  or lhe

occurrence  of  any  event  rendering  any  portion  or provision  ul'lhis  Agreement  void  shall  in no way  affect

the validity  or enforceabilily  ofany  ollier  portion  or provision  ol' this  Agreement.  Any  void  provision

sl'iall be deen'ied severed from tliis ContracI  and tlie balance ot'tliis  Agreement  shall be construed  and
enforced  aS if  tliis  Agreement  did  not  contain  tlie particular  portion  or provision  held  to be void.  The

Parties  [urtlier  agree  to ainend  tliis  Agreement  to replace  any  stricken  pi'ovision  willi  ;i valid  provision  that

comes  as close  as possilile  (o tlie  inienl  of  tlie  stricken  prrivision.  The  provisions  of' this  clause  shall  not

prevent  lliis  entire  Agreement  l'rom  being  vciid  should  a prtivisinn  wliicli  is ol'  tlie essence  of  tliis

Agreement  be determined  void.

D.  WA[VER

Waiver  cifany  nf  the terms  cil' this  Agrccmcnl  sliall  nnl  lie valid  unless  it is in wriling

signed by eacli Party.  Tlic  t'ailurc of' tlic  either  Party  tti enfnrce  any  ti[ilic  provisions  of this  Agrcemen5  or
to require  performance  o[any  oftlie  provisions  liercin,  sliall  not in any  way  be construed  as a waiver  olJ

sucli  provisions  or to cifl'ect  the validity  ofany  part  of  this  Agreement,  or lo affect  the right  of  a Party  to

tliereafter  enforce  cacli  and every  provision  ofthis  Agreement.  Waiver  of  any  breacli  of  tliis  Agreement

shall  not  be held  to be a waiver  of  any  other  or  subsequent  breach  ofthis  Agreement.

E. ASSIGNMENT

Except  as otlierwise  contemplated  in this  Agreement,  neither  Party  may  assign  their

rights  nor delegate  (heir  du(ies  under  [liis  Agreement  without  the written  consent  ut'lhe  other  Party.  Sucli

consent  sliall  not  be withheld  unreasonably.  Any  cissignment  or delegation  shall  not  relieve  any  Party  of



its ubligalicms  under  lliis  Agreemenl.

F.  GOVERNING  LAW  AND  DISPUTE  RESOLUTION

Tliis  Agi'eement  sliall  l'ie governed  by and  construed  in accordance  witli  t)ie laws  of
Nevada.  Any  dispute  arising  out  ci(cii'  rehtting  (o this  Agreement  sliall  be resolyed  througlq  good  faith
negotiations  lietween  tlie  Parties.  Iftlie  Parties  are unable  to i'each  a resolution,  tlie  dispute  sliall  be
subn'iitted  to binding  arliitralion.

G. FORCE  MAJEURE

Neitlicr  Party  liei'e[o  s)iall  be deemed  to be in violation  oftliis  Agreement  if  it is
prevented  from  performing  any ofits  obligations  hereunder  due to strikes,  failure  of  public  transportaticm,
civil  or  military  autliority,  act  ofpublic  enemy,  accidents,  fires,  explosions,  epidemic,  pandemic,
government  quarantine  restrictions,  or acts  ofGod,including  without  limitations,  earthquakes,  floods,
winds  oi' storms.  In sucli  an evenl,  tlie intervening  cause  must  not  be lhrougli  llie  fault  of  tl'ie Party
asserting  sucli  an excuse  cind the excused  Party  is oLiligmed  to pcrfcirm  prtmiptly  in accordance  witli  tlie
terms  of  tliis  Agreemenk  after  tlie intervening  cause  ceases.

PARTYP  ARTYPARTYH.  NO  THIRD  PARTY  13ENEFIClARIES

No  term  cir provisii"in  of  tliis  Agreemei'il  is intended  to benefit  any  person,  partnership,
corporation  or otlier  entity  not a Party  l'iereto  (including,  willioul  limilatirm,  any  bmker),  and no sucli
ollier  person,  partnersliip,  corporation  or  entity  sliall  have  any  riglil  c'ir cause  of' action  liereunder.

1. PUBLIC  RECORDS/CONFlDENTIALiTY

Pursuant  to NRS  23').010,  information  tir  docun'icnts  may lie open  to puhlicinspeclion

and copying. Tlie parties will mivc tlic du5i to disclosc unless a particular record is confidcnticil by law or
a common  law  halancing  o('interests.  Eacli  Party  shall  keep  confitlenlial  all inl'ormation,in  whatever
form,  produced,  prepared,  oliserved  or received  by tliat  Party  l(l tl'ie extent  tliai  sucli  information  is
con['idcntial  liy law  or *illicrwise  required  by lliis  Agrceinenl.

J. AUTHORITY

Tlie  Parties  represem  and  warrant  ll'icil  tlie  perSOn  executing  lliis  Agreement  On behalfof
eacli  Party  has full  power  cind cuitliority  to enter  into  tliis  Agreement  aiid  tliat  tlie  parties  are atitliorized  by
law  to perform  the services  set fortli  lierein.

K. ENTIRE AGREEMENT/MODIFICATION/,=UVIENDMENT

This  Agreement  constitutes  the entire  cigreement  of  the Parties  and  such  is intended  as a
complete  and  exclusive  statement  of  the promises,  representations,  negotiations,  discussions,  and other
agreements  tliat  may  liave  been  made  in  connection  with  tlie  subject  matter  hereof.  Unless  an integrated
cittachment  10 lhis  Agreement  specifically  displays  a mutual  intent  tn amend  a particular  part  of  this
Agreement,  general  conflicts  in langtiage  between  any such  allachmcnl  and  this  Agreement  sliall  be
construed  consistent  witli  the terms  of  this  Agreemem.  Unless  otherwise  expressly  authorized  by the

terins ofthis  Agreemen5 no modification or amendment to lliis Agreement shall be binding upon tlie
parties  unless  the same  is in writing  and  si,o-ned by the respective  parties  hereto.

L. COUNTERPARTS:  ELECTRONIC  DELIVERY

Tl'iis  Agreement  may  be executed  in multiple  counterparts  with  tlie  same  effect  as if' all
Parlies  had  signed  the  same  document.  411 counterparts  so executed  sliall  be deemed  to be an original,
sliall  be consmied  togetlier  and shall  conskitule  One Agrecn'ienl.
