This report addresses City of Las Vegas review comments dated January 4, 2022. Below 
are individual responses to each comment included in the review letter. 
 
Comment 1: 
 
The proposed rough grade as shown on the grading plan appears to be rough 
grading for a project after the pertinent drainage study and the improvement plans 
have been approved. It appears that the rough grading is jumping the process since 
a drainage study was submitted concurrently with the rough grade study. Explain in 
the next submittal why this rough grade study is submitted so early.  
 
Response:  
 
The purpose of the mass grading study is to obtain an early grading permit. The early 
grading permit will allow for the site to be graded while the Civil Improvement Plans are 
being processed through City of Las Vegas review. Note that the rockery walls shown in 
the previous submittal were an error and only grading will occur with this plan set.  
 
Comment 2: 
  
Discuss the flow shown to be collected at the south east corner of the site through 
the lateral structure shown.  
 
Response: 
 
The south east corner of the project site does drain away from the site. However, the 
existing lateral shown on the plans is currently buried. The project does not propose to 
excavate the existing lateral and the runoff generated by the small area at the south east 
corner will drain in to the existing CCRFCD channel to the east of the project site as it 
currently does. Note that this area will drain north to the existing 48” RCP lateral in the 
future when the residential development is constructed.  
 
Comment 3: 
  
Label names of the roadways on the grading plans 
 
 



 

Response: 
 
The names of the roadways have been labeled on the grading plans.  
 
Comment 4: 
 
Identify and label all Clark County Regional Flood Control Facilities on Exhibits and 
Grading Plans. 
 
Response: 
 
All CCRFCD Facilities have been labeled on the exhibits and grading plans.  
 
Comment 5:  
 
Double check all cross section on Sheet DT. For example, none of the cross sections 
show the proposed rockery wall.  
 
Response: 
 
The rockery wall was mistakenly shown on the rough grading plans. There will be no 
rockery walls constructed with this mass grading plan set and the site grading will daylight 
at 3:1 max slope at the boundary of the project site.  
 
Comment 6: 
 
Section B/DT shows a 14’ x 14’ arch culvert, but a 17’ x 14’ RCB on the plans 
 
Response: 
 
The plans have been revised to show the correct arch culvert size of 14’ x 14.33’ on the 
plans. Note that this Facility, GOL3 0197, is depicted as a 14’ x 14’ RCB in the 2018 MPU 
F-Maps.  
 
Comment 7: 
 
The grading plans call out existing RCBs along the eastern edge of the site, but they 
are shown as channels in the referenced Master Drainage Study for Summerlin 
Village 26 - Reverence  
 
Response: 
 
The CCRFCD Facilities along the eastern edge of the site was mistakenly labeled as 
RCBs. The facilty is in fact an open channel as indicated in the Master Drainage Study 
for Summerlin Village 26 – Reverence.
