Your request for a Variance TO ALLOW A RESIDENTIAL ADJACENCY SETBACK
OF 122 FEET WHERE 192 FEET IS THE MINIMUM SETBACK REQUIRED on
10.58 acres at 2200 West Mesquite Avenue (APN 139-29-801-005), R-1 (Single Family
Residential) Zone under Resolution of Intent to 0 (Office) Zone and C-V (Civic) Zone
[PROPOSED: 0 (Office) Zone], Ward 5 (Weekly), NOTE: THIS APPLICATION HAS
BEEN AMENDED TO ALLOW A RESIDENTIAL ADJACENCY SETBACK FOR A
PROPOSED FOUR-STORY BUILDING OF 127 FEET WHERE 192 FEET IS THE
MINIMUM SETBACK REQUIRED AND A RESIDENTIAL ADJACENCY
SETBACK FOR A PROPOSED THREE-STORY BUILDING OF 96 FEET WHERE
162 FEET IS THE MINIMUM SETBACK REQUIRED, was considered by the
Planning Commission on February 23, 2006.
