SECTION 1: Title 19, Chapter 74, of the Municipal Code
of the City of Las Vegas, Nevada, 1983 Edition, is hereby amended
as follows: |
19.74.30: (A) No person shall cause or permit the establishment

| of any of the sexually oriented businesses defined
in Section 19.74.020 in an area zoned other than
C-2, C-M and M. In addition, no person shall cause
or permit the establishment of any of the sexually
oriented‘businesses defined in Section 19.74.020
within one thousand feet of any other sexually
oriented business, church, school, park or
playground} [The distance shall be measured in a
straight line from the nearest property line of
‘éexually oriented business to the hearest property

line of any church, school, park, playground or any

other sexually oriented business.] The distance

shall be measured by the most direct route pro-

vided for pedestrian traffic from the primary
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public entrance of the proposed establishment to

the primary public entrance of any existing

church, school, park, or playground or sexually

oriented licensed premises.

(B) The "establishment" of a sexually oriented business
includes the opening of such business as a new
business, the relocation of such business, the
enlargement of such business in either scope or
area, or the conversion of an existing business
location to any of the uses described in Section
19.74.020.

(C) Any person establishing a sexually oriented busi-
ness must first file with the Department of Busi-
ness Activity the name and address of the business
and the type of sexually oriented business to be
conducﬁed.

SECTION 2: If any section, subsection, subdivision
paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase in this ordinance or any
part thereof, is for any reason held to be unconstitutional or
invalid or ineffective by any court of competent jurisdiction,
such decision shall not affect the validity or effectiveness of
the remaining portions of this ordinance or any part thereof.

The City Council of the City of Las Vegas, Nevada, hereby
declares that it would have passed each section, subsection, sub-
division, paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase thereof,
irrespective of the fact that any one or more sections, subsec-
tions, subdivisions, paragraphs, sentences, clauses or phrases be
declared unconstitutional, invalid or ineffective.

SECTION 3: Whenever in this ordinance any act is prohi-
bited or is made or declared to be unlawful or an offense or a
misdemeanor, or whenever in this ordinance the doing of any act

is required or the failure to do any act is made or declared to
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be unlawful or an offense or a misdemeanor, the doing of any such
prohibited act or the failure to do any éuch required act shall
constitute a misdemeanor and upon conviction thereof, shall be
punished by a fine of not more than $1,000.00 or by imprisonment
for a term of not more than six months, or by any combination of
such fine and imprisonment. Any day of any violation of this
ordinance shall constitute a separate offense.

SECTION 4: All ordinances or parts of ordinances, sec-
tions, subsections, phrases, sentences, clauses or paragraphs
contained in the Municipal Code of the City of Las Vegas, Nevada,
1983 Edition, in conflict herewith are hereby repealed.
